Triage





Any request for an emergency appointment will be triaged by our nurse practitioner or GP. The clinician will make a decision as to the most appropriate course of action. Children under the age of 5 years will be dealt with on the same day if it is urgent.








 Please try to see the same doctor if you are requesting a review of your condition. This may not always be possible but it is the best way to ensure continuity of treatment. 








Repeat Prescriptions


We accept requests in person, post or online. We are only able to take requests over the phone if you are housebound. Repeat prescriptions can be sent electronically to the chemist of your choice once you’ve set this up with your pharmacist. Otherwise you’ll need to collect your prescription from the surgery. Please allow at least two working days.


If you would like your prescription to go electronically, please arrange this with your chosen chemist. 














Home Visits


Should you need to see a GP but are too unwell to attend the surgery, please telephone us before 10am. A GP will phone you to assess the need for the visit request. 











Test Results


If we’ve advised you to contact us for any results then please do so between 5pm and 6pm.  We may ask you to make an appointment with a GP or Nurse following the test. Any results needing immediate treatment we’ll discuss with you as soon as possible.
